THE MOON FROM EARTH

The Moon always seems to change shape. Sometimes it looks like a round ball in the sky.
Sometimes it is a thin sliver. But the Moon does not really change shape. What happens to it?
The Moon reflects light from the Sun. How you see the reflected sunlight depends on where the Moon
is. The Moon orbits (goes around) Earth. Sometimes it is between the Sun and Earth, and you can’t see
any reflected sunlight. This is called the new moon. Sometimes Earth is between the Moon and the
Sun. You can see all of the reflected sunlight. The Moon looks round. This is called a full moon.
The rest of the time, you see only part of the reflected sunlight from the Moon. The reflected sunlight
looks like slivers of Moon. It takes about 27 days to go from a new moon to a full moon and back to a

new moon again.
