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JabbarBagheheban is well known for opening the first I@nian kindergarten and the first deaf
school for Iranian kids. He is the writer of the book “Method of teaching the deaf” in which he
explained his method of teaching the deaf, known as “oral hand alphabet system”. He devoted his
life to speech training of Iranian deaf students.

In 1928
he wrote the first Iranian children’s book in Persian. The book was called Baba Barfi which
means “snow daddy”.
