I never paid too much attention to single words; I learned them in context, i.e. I learned the
phrases that the words were used in and it was these phrases that I later reviewed. I found
that this helped me develop my speaking ability much faster.

You must learn with long term considerations; this requires the committing of what you
learn deep in your memory, by repetition. You must repeat what you have learnt, practice
every day, use what you have practiced in conversation, etc. This is what I did, and it
worked like a charm.

The best way to study vocabulary is continuously, and always in context. One cannot simply look
at alist of words and think to himself that he can memorize them al in ten minutes. By taking it
step by step, one will improve hisvocabulary initisstudied in a progressive manner.
