General Assembly Resolutions however have no legal effect and before any law-making effect can be

attributed to them a consistent approach requires to be adopted towards them. This is in contrast to

the current selective approach where their impact is dependent upon such factors as the subject

matter of the resolution, how large a majority the resolution commands and to what extent it

receives the support of the principally affected States in the given field. Nevertheless, a    vote in the

General Assembly is cast by a state's representative and as such may reflect a particular state's

position on a given issue and how a state votes may be the means of providing the evidence of State

practice. Thus, voting within an organization may be a useful link in the international law-making

process, that is, it may provide the evidence necessary for law to be attributed to usage. Therefore

voting on General Assembly Resolutions may provide an indication of what the law is, or possibly

what the law should be, or indeed what it may become on a particular topic at a given time.
