Marie Curie (1867-1934) was a chemist and physicist famous for becoming the first person to
be given two Nobel Prizes. She was brought up in Poland before moving to France In 1891.

After French physicist Henri Becquerel first discovered a strange source of energy coming
from uranium (radioactivity), Marie Curie decided that this would make a good field for
research. With the help of her husband and his vital electrometer, she made many scientific
discoveries including showing that radiation came from the atom itself rather than an
interaction between molecules.

In 1911 Marie Curie was awarded another Nobel Prize, this time in Chemistry, for her
discovery of radium and polonium and subsequent research. In 1932 Marie Curie founded the
'Radium Institute’ in Warsaw, Poland.
