Most antibacterial soaps have a special chemical called triclosan. Triclosan kills many different
kinds of germs. People who use antibacterial soap with triclosan in it think that they are keeping
their hands cleaner. However, scientists say that in order for triclosan to work properly, it has to stay
on your hands for at least two full minutes. Most people spend less than thirty seconds washing their
hands. This means that the triclosan in the soap does not actually have enough time to work.

Not only do antibacterial soaps not work, they may also be causing problems. Some bacteria are
good. For example, there are bacteria in your gut that help you digest food. There are other good
bacteria in your body that fight against the bad germs that can make you sick. Antibacterial soap kills
the good bacteria as well as the bad bacteria. This is not good for your body.

Another problem 1s that bacteria can become resistant to antibacterial soaps. Not all bacteria die
