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Renewable energy is often called green energy because it is a natural energy that is always
available and does not have to be formed like nonrenewable energy. The green energy is always
there. The five types include solar: energy from the sun, geothermal: energy from heat within
the Earth, hydroelectric: energy from moving water, biomass: energy from dead plants and
microorganisms and finally energy from the wind.

Biomass energy comes from the recently living plants or microorganisms. The energy in
plants comes from the sun but is still present when it dies. Examples include trees, branches,
scraps of bark and recycled paper, as well as garbage, and some crops. The energy comes from
burning biomass. Some biomass can be converted into biofuels as it is mixed with regular
gasoline.

Mohammad Shams Al-Din Hafez Shirazi, sometimes called 'Hafez Shirazi' is regarded as one of the greatest
poets of Persia of all time. He was born in Shiraz about seven centuries ago (between the years 1310 and 1337
A.D.). When he was a child, he received a religious education. People called him Hafez (a title which was given
to those who had memorized the Holy Quran by heart).

A dictionary is a collection of words with certain information attached to each word.
Dictionaries are organized alphabetically by the so called headword or stem of the word. The
headword is used widely to determine the size of a dictionary. As many languages allow
combining words or adding a prefix to create new words, using the stem of a word gives a fairly
good estimate of the comprehensiveness of a dictionary. It is believed that a monolingual Dutch
dictionary is the largest monolingual dictionary at hand. It took 134 years to finish, starting in
1864 and finishing only in 1998. Initially it was published in 40 volumes. Which dictionary is
the world’s largest bilingual one? The Ethnologue estimates that there are 6909 known living
languages. Based on this estimate, there are millions of possible bilingual dictionary
combinations. Therefore, there is no one answer. The Muret- Sanders dictionary of English-
German includes over 400000 words and expressions. The Chinese- Japanese dictionary Dai
KanWajiten includes more than 50000 Chinese characters and 500000 compound words.
Multilingual dictionaries offer translations to a word into several languages at once. A
dictionary by Gregg Cox lists over 5 million entries in 225 languages. The Logos online
dictionary features over 8 million words in over 250 languages.

Albert Einstein, a physicist, was born on March'14; 1879, in Germany. He could change pe\ople‘s
understandlng of the physical world, therefore,-he has been considered as one of the greatest
thlnkers in science. After graduating in 1900, Einstein had a hard time finding a'job: He finally got a
job at the Swiss Patent Office in 190\2. This job gave him the time to do some0fhis important
works like writing theoretic pape{s\on physics, especially his Theory of Relativity.

N

He became a proféssorwat the German University in Prague. He\began working at the Prussian
Academy of Sciences in Berlin in 1914, and soon finished his\work on his General Theory of
Relativity, which was published in 1916. Einstein was awarded the Nobel Prize for physics in 1921.
In 1933, he left Germany because of the strict rules of Hitlers He went to work at the Institute of
Advanced Study at Princeton University in New Jersey. He later became a U.S citizen. During
World War II, he wrote a letter to President Roosevelke&pressing his worry about the atomic bomb.

After stopping his work in the institute in 1945, he spent much of his time giving lectures and
speeches and working on theories. In his final years, he lost his health. He was hospitalized with
stomach pains several times, and he died,on April 18, 1955.

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Albert Einstein, a physicist, was born on March'14; 1879, in Germany. He could change pe\ople‘s
understandlng of the physical world, therefore,-he has been considered as one of the greatest
thlnkers in science. After graduating in 1900, Einstein had a hard time finding a'job: He finally got a
job at the Swiss Patent Office in 190\2. This job gave him the time to do some0fhis important
works like writing theoretic pape{s\on physics, especially his Theory of Relativity.

He became a proféssorwat the German University in Prague. He\began working at the Prussian
Academy of Sciences in Berlin in 1914, and soon finished his\work on his General Theory of
Relativity, which was published in 1916. Einstein was awarded the Nobel Prize for physics in 1921.
In 1933, he left Germany because of the strict rules of Hitlers He went to work at the Institute of
Advanced Study at Princeton University in New Jersey. He later became a U.S citizen. During
World War II, he wrote a letter to President Roosevelke&pressing his worry about the atomic bomb.

After stopping his work in the institute in 1945, he spent much of his time giving lectures and
speeches and working on theories. In his final years, he lost his health. He was hospitalized with
stomach pains several times, and he died,on April 18, 1955.

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There are many languages in the world, some of which may seem harder to learn for second or
foreign learners. But which is the most difficult language to learn? Well, it’s not easy to reply
because there are many factors to discuss.

A native speaker of French, for example, will find English easier to learn than Chinese, because
English is very similar to French, while Chinese is very different. As a result first Language can
affect learning a second language. The greater the differences between the second language and the
first, the harder it will be to learn. Many people answer that Chinese is the hardest language to learn,
possibly influenced by the thought of learning the Chinese writing system. Besides, the
pronunciation of Chinese does appear to be very difficult for many foreign learners. However, for
Japanese speakers, who already use Chinese letters in their own language, learning writing will be
less difficult than for speakers of languages using the Roman alphabet.

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The research for new sources of energy has led into various ways. To produce any type of energy,
the resources of the earth are used. The main resources of the earth are fossil fuels such as natural
gas, oil and coal. Electricity is generated from coal, oil and natural gas, but the process has been
proven to be expensive.

Experimental works are in progress to produce energy from other resources. Scientists and
experts spared no pains to search for new ways of producing new source of energy. For instance,
electricity has been produced with giant wind turbines. Geothermal power or the heat from the earth
is also being tested to produce energy. Many societies are burning rubbish and other biological
waste products to generate electricity. Not only changing unwanted products to gas or oil is a cheap
way to produce energy, but also it is an effective way to get rid of waste.

Some experts expect service companies to expand hydroelectric power generated from streams
and rivers. As an example, 50 years ago hydroelectric power provided one-third of the electricity
used in the United States but today it includes only 4%. The oceans are another possible source of
energy. Scientists are studying ways to change the energy of oceans’ tides and waves into electricity.
